FUTURE STAR (AGE 4-10)
Designed for Beginner/Intermediate players who are just
learning the game and/or have been enrolled in our Mini
Mite Initiation Program, Learn to Play Hockey or our House
League. Basic Skills will be stressed including skating,
passing, shooting, stopping, edge-work and fun! Some
basic scrimmaging will be included to teach positioning
and rules of play.

CHECKING AND DEFENSE
This camp will teach the right way to check. Many players
tend to check improperly and need to learn leverage,
balance, angling and the use of the proper body parts to
check effectively. Instruction on how to receive a check
and control the puck when checked will be stressed to
improve ones physical aspect of the game. Defensive drills
and scrimmage games will help players adjust and excel
at this important aspect of the game.

CANADA RUSSIA CAMP AND TUNE-UP
This camp is for those players who are playing travel hockey
or are going to tryout for a travel hockey team. High tempo
drills will enhance skills, teach positioning and situational
play. Basic fore-checking and breakout systems will be
taught as well as conditioning drills.

STICKHANDLING & SHOOTING CAMP
This camp is designed to specialize in improving speed
while possessing the puck and improve awareness and
game sense. Rarely do players get to concentrate on these
skills for an extended period of time. Guaranteed to improve
handling and shooting skills.

MIDGET-JUNIOR TRAINING CAMP
These sessions are formed to get the older players together
and in shape for the early demands of the season.
